e Alcohol and substance abuse: learners brainstorm in groups tricks used to trap young people into alcohol, drugs and
substance abuse hence avoid bad friends

Link to Values:

e Responsibility: is nurtured as they say no to alcohol, drug and substance abuse

e Integrity: is portrayed as they stand firm against the use of alcohol, drug and substance abuse
e Respect: is demonstrated as they care for their bodies by avoiding harmful substances

Links to other Learning Areas:

English Language: communication skills are enhanced as learners discuss and compose poems
Social Studies skills are enhanced as learners learn about human rights

Science and Technology skills are applied as learners use digital devices

CSL AT UPPER PRIMARY (GRADE 4-6)

At this level, the goal of the CSL activity is to provide linkages between concepts learnt in the various Learning Activities and the
real life experiences. Learners begin to make connections between what they learn and the relevance to their daily life. CSL is
hosted in the Social studies learning area. The implementation of the CSL activity is a collaborative effort where the class teacher
coordinates and works with other subject teachers to design and implement the integrated CSL activity. Though they are teacher-
guided, the learners should progressively be given more autonomy to identify problems and come up with solutions. The safety of
the learners should also be taken into account when selecting the CSL activity. The following steps for the integrated CSL activity
should be staggered across the school terms:

Steps in carrying out the integrated CSL activity

1. Preparation

e Map out the targeted core competencies, values and specific learning areas skills for the CSL activity

e ldentify resources required for the activity (locally available materials)

e Stagger the activities across the term (Set dates and time for the activities)

e Communicate to learners, parents/caregivers/guardians, school administration, teachers and other relevant
stakeholders in the school community

e Identify and develop assessment tools

2. Implementation CSL Activity

e Assigning roles to learners.

e Ensure every learner actively participates in the activity

e Observe learners as they carry out the CSL activity and record feedback.

e Use an appropriate assessment tool to assess both the process and the product (Assess learner’s work from the
beginning to the end product)

e Assess the targeted core competencies, values and subject skills.




3. Reflection on the CSL Activity

Conduct a self-evaluation session with learners on the integrated CSL activity undertaken by discussing the
following:

e what went well and why

e what did not go well and why,

e what can be done differently next time

e what they have learnt.

There will be one integrated CSL activity that will be conducted annually. The thematic areas for the integrated CSL activity will
be derived from the broader categories of the PCls and concepts from the various Learning Areas. Teachers are expected to vary
the themes yearly to allow learners to address different PCls within their contexts. There should be a linkage between the skills
from the learning areas and the themes.

The integrated CSL activity will take a Whole School Approach (WSA) where the entire school community is involved (learners,
parents/caregivers/guardians, school administration, teachers). Parents/caregivers/guardians are key stakeholders in the planning
and execution of the CSL activity. Although the teacher takes the lead role in the planning and integration of the CSL activity,
learners will be expected to participate actively in the whole process.

The CSL activity provides an opportunity for the development of core competencies and the nurturing of various values. The
teacher is expected to vary the core competencies and values emphasised in the activity yearly.

Assessment of the CSL Activity

Assessment of the integrated CSL activity will focus on 3 components namely: skills from various learning areas applied in
carrying out the activity, and core competencies and values demonstrated. Assessment should focus on both the process and end
product of the CSL activity. The teacher will assess learners in groups using various tools such as an observation schedule, checklist
or rating scale or any other appropriate tool.
