Strand: Listening and Speaking (Technology)
Sub-Strand: Pronunciation and Vocabulary

Specific Learning Outcomes:
By the end of the lesson, learners should be able to:
- Recognize words with the target letter sound combinations.
- Pronounce words with the target letter sound combinations in preparation for reading.
- Appreciate listening attentively and practice correct pronunciation for effective communication.

Key Inquiry Question(s):
- What is technology?

Learning Resources:
- KLB Early Grade English, Grade 3, Pages 51-60
- Video clip on technology (prepared in advance)

Organisation of Learning

Introduction (5 minutes)
- Review the previous lesson on vocabulary related to everyday objects.
- Ask students to share one new word they learned last class and its meaning.
- Introduce the theme of technology by asking students what they think technology means, guiding them to think about devices they use daily.

Lesson Development (20 minutes)

Step 1: Introduction of Letter Sound Combinations 
- Introduce the target sound combinations (e.g., /dr/, /gr/, /shr/).
- Write examples on the board, such as *drive, green, shrink*.
- Model correct pronunciation by saying each word aloud, then have students repeat after you, ensuring they articulate the target sounds clearly.

Step 2: Word Recognition Activity 
- Conduct a quick game where students identify words with the target sounds from a list on the board.
- For example: *drum, grape, shrimp*.
- Students raise their hands when they spot a word with the correct sound combination, encouraging peer support in pronunciation.

Step 3: Video Clip on Technology
- Show a short video clip about technology (2-3 minutes long).
- Ask students to listen for any words featuring the target sounds they have learned and to jot them down on their whiteboards.

Step 4: Group Discussion 
- In small groups, students share the words they identified in the video clip.
- Encourage them to pronounce these words, reinforcing the correct sounds.
- Each group can present their favorite technology-related word to the class.

Conclusion (5 minutes)
- Summarize the lesson by revisiting the sound combinations and technology definitions discussed.
- Conduct a brief interactive activity, like a "sound charades" where students can act out a word with the target sounds, while others guess the word based on the sound.
- Preview the next session by asking, “What new technology might we learn about next time?”

Extended Activities
- Word Garden: Create a "Word Garden" in the classroom where students can add new technology-related words they discover at home or in books. Encourage them to label their words with the correct sound combinations.
- Technology Drawing: Have students draw a piece of technology they use at home and label it using words with the target sound combinations. They can present these drawings to the class in the next lesson.

Strand: Reading
Sub Strand: Fluency

Specific Learning Outcomes:
By the end of the lesson, students will be able to:
- Identify words with the target letter sound combinations (dr, gr, shr) in a text.
- Read a text accurately at the right speed and with expression.
- Show a desire to read accurately at the right speed.

Key Inquiry Question:
- How should we sit when reading?

Learning Resources:
- KLB Early Grade English grade 3 pages 51-60

Organization of Learning

Introduction (5 minutes)
- Review the previous lesson by asking students what they remember about letter sounds.
- Introduce today’s target sounds (dr, gr, shr) and ask students if they know any words that include these sounds.
- Guide students to read and discuss relevant content from the KLB Early Grade English resource, emphasizing the understanding of letter sound combinations.

Lesson Development (20 minutes)

- Step 1: Identify Sounds in Words 
- Display a chart with words that include the target sound combinations (e.g., drum, green, shrink).
- Ask students to work in pairs to find additional words with the sounds dr, gr, and shr.
- Discuss the words as a class and identify the target sounds together.

- Step 2: Sound Blending 
- Model how to blend sounds to read words with the target combinations. For example: "d-r-u-m" sounds like "drum".
- Have students repeat after you. Then, divide students into groups and give them a set of words to practice blending sounds out loud.

- Step 3: Guided Reading Practice 
- Provide a short text that includes words with the target sounds.
- Read the text together as a class, focusing on accuracy, speed, and expression.
- Encourage students to follow along and point out words with the target combinations.

- Step 4: Independent Reading 
- Allow students to select a partner and practice reading the text to each other. Emphasize the importance of reading at the right speed and using expression.
- Circulate around the room to listen to students and offer support as needed.

Conclusion (5 minutes)
- Summarize the key points discussed in the lesson, reinforcing the target sounds and their importance in fluent reading.
- Conduct a brief interactive activity, such as a sound hunt, where students raise their hands when they hear words with the target combinations in a short reading passage you share.
- Preview the next session by asking students to think about other words they can find that contain the sounds dr, gr, and shr.

Extended Activities
- Have students create their own sentences or short stories using words with the target combinations. They can illustrate their sentences to share with the class.
- Suggest a reading corner challenge where students can find and list as many words as they can in a week that contain the sounds dr, gr, and shr from books at home or in the school library.
- Encourage students to practice reading aloud with family members at home, focusing on clarity of words and expression.

Strand: Reading
Sub Strand: Comprehension

Specific Learning Outcomes:
By the end of the lesson, learners should be able to:
- Make predictions about a story based on the title and pictures.
- Respond to direct and indirect questions to show comprehension.
- Use pictures and text to gather information.

Key Inquiry Question:
- What do the pictures tell us about the story?

Learning Resources:
- KLB Early Grade English, Grade 3, pages 51-60

Organisation of Learning:

Introduction (5 minutes):
- Review the previous lesson briefly by asking students what they learned about predicting outcomes in stories.
- Guide learners to read and discuss relevant content from pages 51-60 of their learning resources. Emphasize looking at titles and pictures to understand stories better.

Lesson Development (20 minutes):
- Step 1: Title Discussion
- Ask students what the title of the story is and what they think it means. Encourage predictions about the story's content based on the title alone.

- Step 2: Picture Walk
- Show students the pictures in the story. Ask guided questions such as "What do you see?" and "What do you think is happening in this picture?”
- Record their responses to build predictions about the plot.

- Step 3: Text Connection
- Have students read specific sentences from the text that relate directly to the pictures discussed. Ask them to find evidence in the text that supports or contradicts their predictions.

- Step 4: Comprehension Questions
- Pose both direct and indirect questions about the text and pictures. For example, "What will happen to the character?" (direct) and "Why do you think the character is feeling this way?" (indirect).
- Encourage students to elaborate on their answers, using sentences like “I think…” or “I see…”

Conclusion (5 minutes):
- Summarize the key points of the lesson: understanding how titles and pictures help us predict stories, and practicing comprehension through questioning.
- Conduct a brief interactive activity where students share one new prediction about a different story based on a title and a picture.
- Share a preview of the next session's topic, such as “How characters help tell the story” and encourage students to think about their favorite story characters.

Extended Activities:
- Story Creation: Encourage students to create their own short story with a title and illustrations. They should write predictions and a brief summary based on their pictures.
- Picture Book Exploration: Assign students to bring in their favorite picture book. They can share it with a partner, discussing the title and pictures, and predicting what will happen in the story.
- Character Connection: Have students draw their favorite character from a story and write a few sentences about what that character might do next, using evidence from the text.

Strand: Language Use
Sub-Strand: Future Time (will/shall)

Specific Learning Outcomes:
By the end of the lesson, learners should be able to:
- Identify words that express future time/action.
- Use ‘will’/’shall’ to talk about future times/events.
- Appreciate the role of “will” and “shall” in communicating future time/intentions.

Key Inquiry Question(s):
- What will you and your classmates do at games time?

Learning Resources:
- KLB Early Grade English Grade 3, Pages 51-60

Organization of Learning:

Introduction (5 minutes)
- Briefly review the previous lesson on present time actions (e.g., “I play,” “He runs”).
- Ask students to think about what they did yesterday and share one action with the class.
- Introduce the topic by asking, “What do you think we will do tomorrow?” and guide learners to read and discuss the relevant content from pages 51-60, focusing on “will” and “shall.”

Lesson Development (20 minutes)

Step 1: Identifying Future Action Words 
- Read examples from the learning resources that use “will” and “shall.”
- Have students highlight or write down words that express future actions from the texts.
- Discuss why these words indicate future time.

Step 2: Making Sentences 
- Guide students to create sentences about their plans for the next day using “will.”
- Example: “I will play soccer after school.”
- Encourage students to share their sentences with a partner and give feedback.

Step 3: Class Predictions 
- Pose the question, “What will we do during games time?”
- Have a class discussion where students make predictions and use “will” to express their ideas.

- In small groups, students will act out a future event they plan to do together (e.g., a picnic, a day at the park).
- Encourage them to use sentences with “will/shall” while acting.

Conclusion (5 minutes)
- Summarize the key points about using “will” and “shall.”
- Reinforce that students can express their future intentions using these words.
- Conduct a brief interactive activity (e.g., a quick game of “Will or Will Not?”—students call out actions they will or will not do).
- Preview the next session by asking students to think about what they will share about future events during circle time.

Extended Activities:
- Future Stories: Students can write a short story about their dreams or future plans, using “will” and “shall” to describe their intentions.
- Vision Boards: Have students create a visual representation of what they hope to do in the future, labeling pictures with sentences that include “will.”
- Letter to Future Self: Students write a letter to themselves about their hopes and plans for next year, using future tense.

Sub Strand: Spelling

Specific Learning Outcomes:
By the end of the lesson, the learner should be able to:
- Spell words with target letter sound combinations for effective communication.
- Write words related to the target theme appropriately for legibility.
- Adopt writing words clearly, legibly, and correctly.

Key Inquiry Question:
- Why is correct spelling important?

Learning Resources:
- KLB Early Grade English Grade 3, Pages 51-60

Organisation of Learning:

Introduction (5 minutes)
1. Review Previous Lesson:
- Start by reminding students what they learned in the last lesson on basic spelling rules.

2. Read and Discuss:
- Guide learners to read excerpts from the designated pages (51-60) that focus on spelling words with specific letter sound combinations. Discuss the key concepts and encourage students to share why they think spelling is important.

Lesson Development (20 minutes)

Step 1: Introduce Target Letter Sound Combinations 
- Explain the letter sound combinations for *dr*, *gr*, and *shr*. Write examples on the whiteboard (e.g., "dream," "grass," "shrimp").

Extended Activities:
- Spelling Journal:
Students keep a spelling journal where they write down new words they learn each week using the target letter sound combinations.

Provide links to online spelling games that focus on the letter sound combinations *dr*, *gr*, and *shr*.
- Word Search:
Create a word search puzzle that incorporates words from today's lesson to make spelling practice fun.

Key Inquiry Question:
- What words would you use to talk about technology?

Learning Resources:
- KLB Early Grade English Grade 3, Pages 51-60

Organisation of Learning

Introduction (5 minutes)
- Begin by reviewing the previous lesson's key points about vocabulary and pronunciation.
- Ask students if they can recall any words related to technology.
- Guide learners to read excerpts from the learning resource, focusing on understanding technology-related vocabulary.

Lesson Development (20 minutes)

Step 1: Introduction to Vocabulary

Key Inquiry Question(s):

Learning Resources:

Organisation of Learning:

Introduction (5 minutes):
- Begin by reviewing the previous lesson on letter sounds. Ask students to share some of their favorite words they learned before.

Lesson Development (20 minutes):

- Discuss how reading with the right speed and expression helps convey meaning.

Conclusion (5 minutes):
- Summarize the key points discussed during the lesson, focusing on the target letter sound combinations and the importance of reading smoothly.
- Conduct a quick interactive activity where students take turns reading one of their identified words aloud with a partner.
- Preview the next session by hinting at more complex letter sound combinations and questions to consider about reading fluency.

Extended Activities:
- Writing Activity: Encourage students to write a short sentence using at least three words that contain the target letter sound combinations.
- Reading Logs: Have students keep a reading log at home for a week, where they note down new words they encounter with the letter sound combinations discussed.
- Word Games: Introduce simple word games, such as a word search or crossword puzzle, focusing on the identified letter sound combinations.

Specific Learning Outcomes:
By the end of the lesson, the learner should be able to:
- Identify the meaning of words in a text.
- Respond to indirect questions from a text using prior knowledge.
- Appreciate reading.

Key Inquiry Question(s):
- What is the title of the story?

Learning Resources:
- KLB Early Grade English Grade 3, Pages 51-60

Organisation of Learning:

Introduction (5 minutes)
- Begin with a quick review of the previous lesson. Ask students if they remember key vocabulary or stories discussed.
- Introduce the new text by asking, "Who can tell me what they think a story title is?" Guide learners to talk about titles and discuss what they might expect from the title of the new story as you read parts of it aloud.

Lesson Development (20 minutes)

Step 1: Context Clues 
- Read a short paragraph from the text aloud and stop at difficult words.
- Guide students to infer meanings by discussing the surrounding words and context.
- Example: "If I say 'The tree was *towering*,' what does 'towering' make you think? Can you guess the meaning from the other words in the sentence?"

Step 2: Identifying the Title 
- Ask the students, “What do you think the title of the story is?”
- Read the title aloud, emphasizing the importance of the title in understanding the story.
- Discuss how the title gives a hint about the story's theme.

Step 3: Indirect Questions 
- Introduce a few indirect questions related to the text. Example: "What do you think the character felt when…?"
- Ask students to draw on their prior knowledge and personal experiences to respond.
- Encourage them to refer back to the text for evidence to support their thoughts.

Step 4: Appreciating Reading 
- Discuss with students what they liked about the text and how it made them feel.
- Share aspects of reading that can be enjoyable (e.g., adventures, emotions).
- Invite them to share their favorite lines or paragraphs, promoting a love for reading.

Conclusion (5 minutes)
- Summarize the key points about understanding vocabulary through context and how to answer indirect questions using our experiences and the text.
- Conduct a brief interactive activity where students can pair up and write one new word they learned and its context or an indirect question related to the story.
- Preview the next lesson by saying, “Next time, we will dig deeper into this story, and I want you to think about how the characters change.”

Extended Activities:
- Vocabulary Journal: Have students keep a journal where they write down new words, their meanings, and sentences using those words.
- Book Review: Encourage students to select a book and write a brief review summarizing the title, main idea, and their favorite part of the story.
- Story Poster: Have students create a poster for a book they’ve read, including the title, characters, and a few sentences about what they liked.

Specific Learning Outcomes:
By the end of the lesson, learners should be able to:
- Recognize sentences with words that express future time from a text.
- Listen to a story read by the teacher and respond to questions using "will" or "shall."
- Appreciate the role of “will” and “shall” in communicating future time/intention.

Key Inquiry Question(s):
- What will you do after school?

Learning Resources:
- KLB Early Grade English Grade 3, Pages 51-60

Organisation of Learning:

Introduction (5 minutes)
- Review Previous Lesson: Begin by asking students what they remember from the last lesson about time and verbs.
- Discuss Key Concepts: Guide learners to read the relevant section from the learning resources that highlights how "will" and "shall" are used to talk about future events. Engage students in a brief discussion about why we need different words to express future actions.

Lesson Development (20 minutes)

Step 1: Recognizing Future Sentences 
- Read a short passage from the KLB Early Grade English and underline sentences containing "will" and "shall."
- Ask students to work in pairs to identify similar sentences in their books.

Step 2: Listening Activity

- Copy words legibly and correctly from a chart.

Key Inquiry Question(s):
- Can you spell the following words? shrink, shredder, computer.

Learning Resources:
- KLB Early Grade English Grade 3, Pages 51-60

Organisation of Learning

Introduction (5 minutes):
- Review the previous lesson by asking students about the words they learned and how they use them in sentences.
- Engage the class in a brief discussion about the words they'll be focusing on today and how they relate to technology.

Lesson Development (20 minutes):

Step 1: Dictation 
- Read aloud the words "shrink," "shredder," and "computer." Ask students to listen carefully and try to write them down in their notebooks.
- After reading each word, provide examples of each word in a sentence to enhance understanding.

Step 2: Jumbled Letters Activity 
- Present jumbled versions of the words using flashcards or on the board (e.g., "rkhsin," "rdseherde," "uomcteper").
- Ask students to work in pairs to unscramble the words and spell them correctly. Encourage pairs to discuss the meaning and usage of the words.

Step 3: Chart Copying 
- Display a chart with the correctly spelled words "shrink," "shredder," and "computer."
- Instruct students to copy the words from the chart into their notebooks, ensuring they focus on legibility and correct letter formation.

Step 4: Group Challenge 
- Divide the class into small groups and give each group a word to illustrate or create a short story around it.
- Ask each group to briefly present their illustration or story, emphasizing correct pronunciation of the given words.

Conclusion (5 minutes):
- Summarize the key points from the lesson, highlighting the words learned and their meanings.
- Conduct a quick interactive spelling game where students take turns spelling out loud the words “shrink,” “shredder,” and “computer.”
- Preview the next lesson by introducing the concept of synonyms and asking students to think of other words that mean the same as today's words.

Extended Activities:

- Encourage creativity, such as lists of their favorite snacks, animals, or places they want to visit.


Conclusion (5 minutes)
1. Summarize the key points about how to use commas in lists and what was learned during the lesson.

- "Write a sentence expressing excitement!" (Encouraging an exclamation point)

Step 4: Pair Sharing 
- Have students pair up to share their sentences with a partner and check each other’s use of punctuation marks. Encourage them to give positive feedback.

Conclusion (5 minutes):
- Summarize key points such as the function of each punctuation mark discussed in the lesson.
- Conduct a brief interactive activity where students take turns saying sentences aloud using the punctuation marks, while others respond by mimicking the correct tones or emotions associated with those sentences.
- Preview the next session by hinting at how punctuation will assist in writing paragraphs and storytelling.

Extended Activities:
- Punctuation Scavenger Hunt: Have students find sentences in books or around their home that use different punctuation marks and write them down.
- Punctuation Crafts: Create visual posters that show each punctuation mark with examples and illustrations.
- Punctuate the Story: Read a short paragraph aloud and omit punctuation. As a class, discuss where the punctuation marks should go and rewrite the paragraph correctly.
