Sub Strand: Joining Dots

Specific Learning Outcomes:
By the end of the lesson, learners should be able to:
- Identify materials used in joining dots
- Observe samples of pictures made from joining dots
- Appreciate their own and others' dotted pictures

Key Inquiry Question(s):
- What materials can we use to join dots?

Learning Resources:
- Creative activities from the PP1 curriculum design

Organisation of Learning:

Introduction (5 minutes)
- Begin with a quick review of the previous lesson on families and how we can represent them through art.
- Guide learners to read and discuss content from the learning resources. Ask them questions about what they remember and connect it to the new topic of joining dots.

Lesson Development (20 minutes)

Step 1: Identifying Materials
- Discuss the various materials that can be used to join dots (e.g., crayons, markers, dotted papers, and string).
- Engage the learners in a hands-on activity where they can explore and handle different materials.

- Storytime with Dots: Ask students to create a story using dotted pictures. Each student can draw a sequence of events, joining dots to represent the characters or scenes and then tell their stories to the class.

- Walk around to assist any learners who may need help as they connect the dots.

Step 3: Sharing their Work 
- Have learners display their completed dotted pictures to their peers.
- Each student can describe the clothing item and share who in their family might wear it, enhancing the family connection aspect.

Step 4: Peer Appreciation

- Encourage them to think about how everyone’s colors or connecting styles make their pictures unique.

- Conduct a brief interactive activity such as a quick game where they call out different items of clothing they saw on the chart, reinforcing the lesson.

Extended Activities:

- Invite students to a “Dress-Up Day” where they can wear their favorite clothing and create a large classroom mural with dotted outlines of each other’s outfits.

- Coloring materials

Organisation of Learning

Introduction (5 minutes)

Strand: MY SCHOOL
Sub Strand: Crawling and bending

Specific Learning Outcomes:
By the end of the lesson, learners should be able to:
- State the safety measures to be observed when bending on the school field.
- Sing action songs involving crawling and bending movements for fun.
- Appreciate their own and others' performance in crawling and bending activities in the school.

 Key Inquiry Question:
- What is the importance of bending?

Learning Resources:
- Creative activities pp1 curriculum design
- Action song lyrics related to crawling and bending
- Open space (a safe area in the classroom or playground)

Organisation of Learning:

Introduction (5 minutes)
- Review Previous Lesson: Briefly discuss what the students learned in the last lesson about movement.
- Engage Learners: Ask students to share any fun experiences they had with bending or crawling during recess or playtime.

 Lesson Development (20 minutes)

Step 1: Discuss Safety Measures
- Activity: Gather students in a circle and talk about safety while playing on the field. Ask, "Why do we need to be careful when crawling or bending?"
- Key Points:
- Look for sharp objects and uneven ground.
- Always make sure the area is clear of other students before bending or crawling.

Step 2: Learn Action Songs
- Activity: Introduce a fun action song that includes movements related to bending and crawling. You can create a simple song with repetitive phrases. For example:
- "Crawl like a baby, bend so low,
Get up, stand tall, and let’s go!"
- Practice: Sing the song together, encouraging all students to perform the actions.

Step 3: Crawling and Bending Activity 
- Activity: Organize a relay race where students take turns crawling and bending to complete a small obstacle course. Use soft mats for safe crawling.
- Emphasis: Encourage safety and fun, reminding students of the safety measures discussed.

Step 4: Group Reflection and Appreciation 
- Activity: Gather back in a circle and invite each student to share how they felt about crawling and bending, or what they liked most about the action song.
- Discussion: Tell them it’s important to appreciate each other’s efforts as everyone did a great job!

Conclusion (5 minutes)
- Summarize: Review the key points discussed, emphasizing the importance of safety, fun singing, and the actions performed.
- Interactive Activity: Play a quick game where students have to mimic bending and crawling movements when you call out different actions.
- Preview Next Session: Tease the next lesson by asking students what other movements they think might be fun to explore together.

Extended Activities:
1. Movement Journal: Have students draw or write about their favorite bending or crawling activity and share it with the class.
2. Creative Dancing: Encourage students to create a simple dance that includes crawling and bending, and present it to their peers in the next class.
3. Story Time: Read a story or watch a short video that includes characters bending or crawling, and discuss it as a class.
